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�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Students keep track of their own participation on this form.  It can be used every day or only from time to time to make sure they are aware of how they are participating.  They mark tally marks for every response they make (oh, ah, oh no!)  Add-ins are when they make a suggestion to add something to the story (when asked for).  If they talk (not in a participatory way!), they mark a tally mark in the talking.  If they are not paying attention, they mark in the Mind wandering/Inattention box.  At the end, they should give a percentage of how much they comprehended and then they can write me any comments they want in the comment section, such as, “I didn’t feel good today.” or “I really liked that story.”
