Spanish Country Projects

You are going to be putting together a project for a specific Spanish-speaking country.

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Your project will consist of the following items:

1. A title slide with the name of the country and your name and class period on it. (3 pts)

2. A map of the country with the capital city labeled. (2 pts)

3. Basic information slide(s) that will include:

b. the official name of the country (1pt.)

c. the population of the country (1 pt.)

d. the area of the country (square miles) (1 pt)

e. the major ethnic groups of the country (1 pt)

f. the major languages of the country (1 pt)

g. the major religions of the country (1 pt)

h. the monetary unit of the country (1 pt)

i. the type of government the country has (1 pt)

j. the present head of the country's government (1 pt)

4. A slide with the country’s flag. (1 pt.)

5. At least one slide for some other special interest item about that country.  This is a slide that you will use to show me that you have learned at least one other thing about the country, other than the information included on the above pages.  It can be about a specific person (sports figure, artist, author, etc.), about the country's products, or about any other aspect of the country that is not mentioned on another slide. (4 pts)

6. Any URLs used to take information or pictures from.  (If not included, the project will be a zero, as per your handbook.  1 pt for having)

This project is for a 30 point project grade and will be presented before the class on Tuesday, 10/25/06.  You will have 2 class periods to do this (Thursday, 10/12 and Friday, 10/13), and the rest of the work must be done on your own time.

If you use ANY pictures or directly quoted material other than statistics, you MUST include the URL with them so people will know the source of your information.  If you do not include the URLs (web addresses), someone might think you were trying to take credit for all this information yourself.  This is called plagiarism and your handbook says that you will receive an F for such an assignment.  Please don’t make me do that by making sure you INCLUDE the URLs for ANY pictures or direct quotes (and use quotation marks if it isn’t a statistic!).

You need to have a minimum of 6 slides in your presentation, but all 14 of the above listed items MUST be included so it may take more than 6 slides to present it in a way that is easy for the audience to read.
