Español 1 Country Project Part 2

This assignment is going to be a writing assignment.  The writing should be your own and NOT copied from the Internet (that is plagiarism and will receive a 0).  You will ONLY have this hour to do it.  If you do not get done, turn in what you have finished.  The paper you turn in today needs to be written neatly.  Since you are writing this in English, I expect good English grammar and spelling.  This IS worth a grade so do your best on it.  ***HINT:  Read the directions below carefully and follow them.  This will give you the best grade you can get on this.

Use the World Almanac to get information about your country.  You can find country information all in one section.  The Contents and General Index at the front of the book will help you find the information you need.

You are working for the U.S. Government and have been asked to put together a report on your specific country, but you have limited time do to this.  Your report needs to be about various aspects of your country compared to the state of Indiana.  You’ve been given the World Almanac to help you in your research.  Your supervisor is expecting you to write up a report comparing and contrasting the two places (your country and Indiana).  He wants you to evaluate the information about these two places and then draw conclusions about them.  The written report needs to be on his desk at 1:40!  Don’t be late or you’ll lose your job!  (And the points for the project!)  Here are some hurried ideas your supervisor left for you.

· Please remember that this is NOT to be a LIST of information.  It should be written in narrative form, as if you were telling a story about the country.

· Write neatly so it can be read easily!

· Don’t try to compare and contrast everything; pick out the most important/interesting things.

· When you compare, tell in what ways these things are similar and why you think they may be similar.

· When you contrast, tell in what ways these things are different and why you think they may be different.

· Take time to plan out your writing ahead of time (use another piece of paper to do this on and be prepared to turn it in with your report).

· Make sure your writing has an introduction, a body and a conclusion.

· Check your punctuation, grammar and spelling to make sure you’ve done your best.
